Spring has arrived, and we would like to extend our sincere gratitude to all our 
volunteers who faithfully supported our clients throughout the winter months.  Your 
commitment to serving others, even during the most challenging weather conditions, 
has made a meaningful impact.  As we transition to warmer days, we look forward to 
preparing for another active and productive season at the pantry. 

This quarter, we are pleased to continue our partnership with the Westfield Meijer 
store through their Simply Give program.  Customers may purchase a Simply Give 
donation card at checkout, and Meijer will match each contribution.  Donations may be 
made in increments of $10, allowing for flexible giving on the same gift card.  We 
especially encourage participation on Saturday, June 20th, our Double Match Day, when 
Meijer will contribute $20 for every $10 donated.  For the convenience of our 
volunteers, Simply Give cards are available at the pantry near the sign-in area.  This 
program will run through June 27th and remains a vital source of support in helping us 
provide essential food items to those we serve. 

We would also like to highlight the upcoming  
Letter Carriers’ Stamp Out Hunger Food Drive on  
Saturday, May 9th.  This important initiative has  
been made possible through months of  
preparation by our dedicated volunteers,  
including folding the bags and stapling on the  
information cards.  Community members can  
participate by placing a bag of nonperishable food items near  
their mailbox on that day.  Donations collected by the Letter Carriers will be distributed 
to Open Doors.  We encourage you to help spread awareness by sharing our Facebook 
posts with your family, neighbors, and friends.  As our largest annual food drive, this 
effort plays a critical role in sustaining our pantry’s inventory for the months ahead. 

With all these initiatives taking place, I must once again thank each Open Doors 
volunteer.  Your dedication and compassion make an incredible difference in the lives of 
our clients.  Thank you for giving your time, energy and kindness to serve others at the 
food pantry.  Your efforts ensure that families in our community feel supported.

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COORDINATOR REPORTS 

Clothing 

We are geared up for spring clothing.  We saved bins of 
spring and summer clothes donated over the winter and 
are working through those now.  Donations have been 
increasing lately.  We have a good crew to sort and keep 
the front room stocked. 

More than 9600 clothing items were distributed to clients 
during the first quarter. 

Special Projects 

Weekend Food Bags are going well.  The addition of a 
second van has helped with distribution.  Normally, totes 
are filled Wednesday night but can’t be loaded into the 
van due to the Thursday morning food rescue.  We can 
now load the van on Wednesday and get an earlier start 
Thursday making the rounds to each school.  This is 
beneficial since we already need to make two separate 
runs to cover all the schools and next year there will be 
two additional elementaries. 

We just concluded handing out additional Spring Break 
Food Bags to families with kids that are home and not 
getting their usual breakfast and lunch from the school. 

Pack The Cruiser is coming up soon.  We are waiting to 
get the date, but it should fall at the end of May or 
beginning of June and will take place at the Kroger on 
Springmill Road and 161st St. 

Church Relations  

We’d like to recognize the recent food drive by Lifepointe 
Church which tallied 2600 pounds of donations.  Thrive 
Christian Church is doing their food drive in April. 

Building Expansion 

While still in early planning stages, progress has been 
made in getting information on our options to expand the 
existing building.  We are blessed to have community 
business members to assist in this process.  A committee 
will be chosen to discuss building uses and decide what 
best meets our needs now and into the future.

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Pantry Operations 

The quantity of food rescued from local grocery stores 
has been fluctuating.  Some weeks we get a good 
amount of good meat, produce and deli items; however, 
we’ve had days where we get no produce or meat.  
Almost always there is an abundance of bakery/bread 
items.  We are having a hard time finding others with 
whom to share as Sheridan can only take so much. 

We have a local grower that has recently been providing 
great leaf lettuce – bagged and ready to put out.  We 
appreciate our community members who think of us 
when they have extras.  Thank you! 

After some temperature issues, we recently purchased a 
new cooler for the front room.  The old cooler had some 
minor repairs and is continuing to be used in the annex 
for overflow produce. 

More than 65,000 pounds of food was distributed to 
clients during the first quarter.

Warehouse Operations 

We are still collecting empty 10-ream paper boxes in 
preparation for the Stamp Out Hunger Food Drive. 

Our inventory tracking is back to normal and is audited 
periodically to keep it up to date.  Please make sure all 
your “outs and ins” are recorded to keep it accurate.  
Having accurate inventory numbers help with our buying 
decisions and how we focus food drive requests. 

We are trying to mare sure we save bags for “doubling” 
for a group of special needs volunteers that come each 
Tuesday.  There is no need to do all the bags in the bin as 
this has been a good activity for this group of volunteers.  
We believe this group will continue through the school 
year.
